Most people agree that California’s finances are

in trouble, yet few agree on the cause. Public

pensions are NOT to blame. Here are some
facts from the CalRTA Contact that the media
does not report:

1. Lowering benefits for new hires won’t have
significant impact on budgets for at least 20
years.

2. Changing new hires to 401(k) accounts will
cost the state more—CalSTRS would have
to run two retirement systems at the same
time.

3. Closing the plan entirely to new hires won’t
help the unfunded liability—the obligation
still exists.

4. Benefits have actually been reduced
because longevity bonus sunsetted on
12/13/10.”

After having been in contact regularly with
those still on “active duty”, | understand the new
retirees reluctance to go to another meeting.
However, if you make him/her aware of the
above information and point out that their future
is in the hands of politicians, maybe they would
agree to join us to protect our pensions.
Elected officials respond to numbers of voters.
