What I will pass along to you 
now and the future could require all of us to put out 
extra effort. For some of us this effort is much more 
than ever before and for some never before.  Our 
new state president, Ken Hewitt, addressed the 
division presidents’ session. His remarks           
suggested an under theme to our coming efforts.  
He talked about a boat tied at the dock. “So what?”
